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Mark 3:35 For whoever does the will of God, he is my
brother and sister and mother.”

Sermon Reflection Questions:

1. The sermon emphasizes that true disciples must first "be
with" Jesus, spending consistent time in His presence.
What does your daily or weekly routine look like in terms
of time spent with Jesus (e.g., prayer, Bible study)? What
barriers keep you from deeper investment, and how could
you address them?

2. Kyle Idleman writes, "There is no believing without
following, no salvation without surrender." How does this
challenge your understanding of faith? What area of your
life might God be calling you to surrender more fully to
become a true follower?
